“Twenty-Four Eyes”, one of the best Japanese films of all time, was set in
this rural island. The open set used for filming the movie has been preserved and is open to visitors. “Twenty-Four Eyes” is
a highly acclaimed movie, having won the Kinema Junpo Best Film award the year it was released, as well as the Golden

Globe for Best Foreign Film and many other awards.

This museum holds a collection of personal belongings and
manuscripts of Sakae Tsuboi, a famous figure in the
Japanese literary world and the author of “Twenty-Four
Eyes”.

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Kinema-no-lori

Walk through the golden age of Japanese movies at
Kinema-no-lori. Films of the 1950’s are introduced here
through previews and photographs of movies arranged in
chronological order. Then, at the Café Cinema Club, try
the school lunch recreated from days gone by and served
in aluminum dishes.
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A reminder of days long gone. The origin of Japanese literature and education.
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Misaki Branch School (Branch School on the Cape)

This is Tanoura Branch School, the setting for the story of “Twenty-Four Eyes”A one-storied tile-roofed building built in
August 1902 as Tanoura Elementary School, pupils actually studied here until it was closed in 1971. The school was
used as the location for “Twenty-Four Eyes” a 1954 Shochiku film, and instantly became known throughout Japan. Many
people come to visit, claiming this school to be the “origin of education” The classroom is equipped with the original
organ and wooden desks that were used as well as works by children from days gone by.

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Marukin Soy Sauce Warehouses
Soy sauce, produced in Shodoshima ever since the Edo
period, is still a specialty product of the island. A museum
tracing the history of “soy sauce” is housed in one of the old
soy sauce warehouses, which have been designated as
national tangible cultural properties.
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Farmer’s Kabuki

Kabuki plays handed down and performed in Shodoshima
since the Edo period is designated an intangible folk cultural
property. These plays are performed every year in May in
Hitoyama, and in October in Nakayama, as a form of
offering to the local shrines.
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Angel Road

A strip of land appears twice a day due to the rise and fall
of the tide. From its fantastical romantic atmosphere, it is
rightfully called the “Angel Road”.
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Shodoshima’s 88 Holy Sites

There are 88 holy sites on the island, where the monk,
Kobo Daishi is said to have practiced ascetic training.
These sites are considered sacred as well as places where
wonders occur, and many Japanese people visit to pay
homage to these temples.
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Olive Garden

This park focuses on olives, as this is the first place olives
were successfully grown in Japan. Olives has since
become a famous product of Shodoshima. The beautiful
garden has a large grove of olive trees, Grecian style
buildings and other activity facilities.
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Fresh Fish of the Seto Inland Sea

The Seto Inland Sea stretching before your eyes has a
variety of fresh fish to dine on. Fresh fish of the season is
wonderful as sashimi (raw) or deep-fried in tempura batter
...another attractive reason for visiting Shodoshima.
